2002 
Our research 
helped to stave off 
a bill in CA that 
would have cost 
taxpayers billions 
and eliminated 
jobs.

2003 
The Information Policy 
Institute report “Access, 
Efficiency, and Opportunity” 
quantified the economic and 
social impacts of the 30-year 
old FCRA national credit 
reporting regime in the US. 
The report was the most cited 
document during the Congres-
sional debate that resulted 
in the full adoption of all of 
PERC’s policy prescriptions 
by Congress. By focusing on 
credit access and equity rather 
than just privacy, agreement 
was made possible.

2004 
Change to “PERC 
helped to rationalize 
free credit report 
provisions of FACT 
Act. PERC quantified 
likely impacts of rati-
fying free disclosure 
regimes and shared 
these results with na-
tional regulators and 
prescribed reasonable 
staggered disclosure 
procedures.

2005 
Add this sentence to 
the end: “The Austral-
ian government is 
widely expected to 
recommend that posi-
tive data be reported 
to credit bureaus, as 
per PERC’s policy 
description.

2006 
Add this sentence to 
the end: “Lenders, bu-
reaus, and policymak-
ers take up interest in 
issue.

“Economic Impacts 
of Payment Report-
ing Participation in 
Latin America,” and 

“Economic Fairness

MICHAEL A. TURNER, PH.D. 

(PRESIDENT, SENIOR SCHOLAR)

Dr. Turner currently serves as President 
and Senior Scholar of the Political and 
Economic Research Council, and was 
the founder of the Information Policy 
Institute. After serving as a Graduate 
Fellow at the Columbia Institute for 
Tele-Information (CITI) at the Columbia 
Business School in New York City, he 
was named Executive Director of the 
Information Services Executive Council 
(ISEC). Dr. Turner is a prominent expert 
on privacy and dataflow issues. He has 
testified before Congress and numerous 
state legislatures, and presented studies to 
a host of government agencies including 
the FCC, the FTC, the GAO, and the 
Council of Economic Advisers. He sits on 
the Brookings Urban Markets Initiative 
Board of Advisors. Recently, Dr. Turner 
recently finished a two-year term on 
the Department of Homeland Security’s 
Privacy Advisory Committee. Dr. Turner 
received his Ph.D. from Columbia 
University in Political Economy, and 
his B.A. from Miami University in 
Economics. Turner is an affiliate scholar 
at the Alfred P. Sloan Foundation. 

JOSEPH W. DUNCAN, PH.D. 

(SENIOR FELLOW)

Dr. Duncan served as Chief Economist 
for Dun & Bradstreet, where he oversaw 
a team of economists generating 
economic and strategic business analysis 
for D&B. Duncan has authored dozens 
of books and hundreds of articles, 
many of which focus on information 
economics. Duncan was involved in 
the crafting of the Privacy Act, was 
the Chief Statistician of the United 
States, and helped architect the Standard 
Industrial Classification system (SIC) 
for tracking economic data across the 
entire U.S. economy. Prior to his work 
for the federal government, Duncan 
served as a Director and a Senior 
Economist for Battelle Memorial 
Institute.  Duncan studied at the London 
School of Economics, received his 
B.S. in engineering from Case Institute 
of Technology, his M.B.A. in finance 
from Harvard Business School, and his 
Ph.D. in economics from Ohio State 
University.

ROBIN VARGHESE, PH.D. 

(SENIOR FELLOW)

Dr. Varghese is a Senior Fellow and 
Research Director of the Political 
and Economic Research Council. He 
has worked extensively on issues of 
information privacy and security, data 
quality, credit reporting and credit 
reporting reform in the United States 
and abroad, media ownership, financial 
literacy and the use of non-financial data 
for widening credit access. Varghese has 
played a key role in research design the 
development of methodology for PERC’s 
studies and has overseen PERC’s 
research efforts in these areas.
